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Introduction

The Baltic Sea Regional Advisory Council (BS RAC) begawitsk on 18" March 2006, after a
decision by the EU to create the Regional Advisory Councilsdrfisheries sector (Council
Decision 2004/585/EC). The main aim of the BS RAC is to pesgad provide advice on the
management of Baltic Sea fisheries, so as to contribuke teuccessful running of the EU’s
Common Fisheries Policy. The members of the BS RAC compwesentatives from the
fishing sector and other interest groups affected by the Corfrisbaries Policy. These include
fisheries associations, producer organisations, processors, mayaeisations, environmental
NGOs, aquaculture producers, consumers, women’s networks aratice@keand sports
fishermen.

The structure of the BS RAC remains unchanged, with a Gel&sambly, an Executive
Committee and 3 Working Groups (for demersal fisheries, pdiiaperies, and salmon and sea
trout).

This annual report recounts the activities of the BS RAQIsth year from 16th March 2009-15th
March 2010.

Main results achieved by the BS RAC during the year 2009 — 2010

Follow up on the BS RAC recommendation on a salmon managemeplain for the
Baltic

The BS RAC produced a recommendation, which was sent to theniSsion and member
states, and a reply was received from DG Mare.

In cooperation with ICES and national institutes find ways orhow the BS RAC can
contribute to improved selectivity in the cod fishery.

The BS RAC dealt with this issue at Demersal WG meetaingisits ExCom meetings in June
and December. A project description for a trial in selé@gtivas prepared and sent to the
Commission and member states for consideration. The Coromigglied positively.

A Science Workshop

The BS RAC held a 1¥2 day Science Workshop in May 2010. A répartthe workshop was
produced.

A BSRAC Conference

This was held on®t2" October 2009 and the aim was to discuss the fisheriesaitirathe
Baltic Sea. A ministerial declaration was produced, dkasea full report and conclusions from
the meeting.

Short-term fisheries management (TACs and quotas for Balti§ea fish stocks for
2010)

The BS RAC held relevant working groups and produced recommendatiadhe Baltic
species. These were sent to the Commission and merates. Sthe Commission also sent a

reply.
Contribution to the review of the CFP

The BS RAC held a 2-day Focus Group and produced recommendatiess. Were sent to the
Commission and member states.

The BS RAC meetings are described in more detail here:

The Pelagic WG 17" March 2009, Gdynia

This meeting brought together 32 participants from 4 BS RA@ Mg States, as well as
representatives from DG Mare, the Pelagic RAC and stieemstitutions. The WG began
discussions on management plans and in particular, a long-tenagement plan for pelagic
species in the Baltic. In this connection, areas of cooperaith the Pelagic RAC were also
discussed with respect to Area llla, and it was agresdt up a Focus Group between the two
RACs to work on this. There was a presentation of the JAKFI®ject, which deals with:
judgement and knowledge of in fisheries involving stakeholders.



The Demersal WG 18 March 2009, Gdynia

At this meeting there were 38 participants from 4 BS RAC Mersi@tes. Representatives from
DG Mare also took part, as well as scientists and researérom scientific establishments around
the Baltic Sea. Most of the meeting was dedicated to the disousf selectivity in the cod fishery.
There were presentations from gear experts and from smensfitutes on the selectivity of the
gears currently used. There was a long and extensive discusshmn different gears available to
fish cod and the possible ways forward to ensure an improvemenectivgy. No decisions were
taken at this meeting, but it was agreed to reflect fudheselectivity and to refer the discussions
from the WG to the forthcoming ExCom in May 2009. There wise jpresentations two scientific
projects: UNCOVER (which looks into how decisions on recovery plensnade) and RESTOCK
(which looks into the potential for re-stocking the eastern Batiit). There was general support
from the WG for the RESTOCK project, and it was agreed i \arletter of support to the project,
and put this to the approval of the coming ExCom in May.

Salmon WG 2" and 3¢ April 2009, Copenhagen

Eleven BS RAC members participated, as well as foiB®FC secretary Walter Ranke, in his
capacity as expert. The aim of the meeting was toataled discuss the contributions and reactions
received from BS RAC members to the Commission’s Consuttaaper (of 13.2 2009) on a new
salmon management plan. This two-day WG then agreed on @thacpd a draft position paper

with recommendations for a salmon management plan, to be the ExCom in May 2009.

Thanks are expressed to Birger Rasmussen, former chairrttaa EiShermen’s Association of
Bornholm and Christiansg, for covering the costs of this meetng tine so-called “Laksefonden”
which is a special fund for specific activities to promaie well-being of salmon stocks in the

Baltic.

Science Workshop 8 and 7" May 2009, Gdynia
This 1% day Science Workshop was attended by well over 50 partgipamithe BS RAC, from
administration, DG Mare, and scientific institutes around #@i#d It was organized by
Gothenburg Center for Public Learning and Understanding of Scieclee&) at Chalmers
University of Technology, Sweden. Its aim was to address coneation issues between scientists
and other interested parties. The focus was on combiniegcgcadvisory and stakeholder
participation. The evening session was devoted to a prasertéthe notion of facilitating
governance, and an introduction of the process of consensus baitdirognflict resolution. The
participants discussed the notion of consensus, and whethengeaohsensus on values
presupposes agreement on the technical issues. The rolenafesin this process was discussed,
and it was agreed that it was crucial that value decisionsnade on an informed basis. There was
also a short discussion of the role and structure of the RAG&svhether in a dialogue with
scientists, it was possible to negotiate with them anddramestions. The following day consisted
of a series of panel discussions around the following questions:
- How do we use science and put it into policy in fisheries g@arere?

How should one close the gap between what the science taltslilse consensus that we

search for?

What is the additional systematic information that would leelgryone to think more

effectively about these important issues?
Responses from the panel members gave rise to wide-rangougsions among the participants.



The moderator of the meetimgpbund up the discussions by saying that if the RAC is to be efecti
in representing ideas, then the distinctions between roles anibfiimbiave to be made to work.
While some members would like to see more work on technical qnegto improve the scientific
assessments, for example), others see the technical ationmas sufficient and want to discuss
more value-related questions. There is a need to improve furtimemenication between the
stakeholders.

At the workshop there was also a presentation of Indicator-laasedsment of the status of Baltic
fish stocks, with a contribution from the EU FP6 project IMABEScientists from DTU Aqua and
the Estonian Marine Institute, University Tartu.

A report from the Science Workshop meeting was produced.

Thanks go to Chalmers University for contributing towards thesadghis event. Their
contribution enabled the BS RAC to invite participants alréhdyevening before, so as to give a
good start to the Workshop.

General Assembly 8 May 2009, Gdynia

31 BS RAC members and 22 observers attended this Generallgsetrnich marked the start of a
new three-year period the BS RAC. It approved the nominati&teve Karnicki (title) as honorary
chair of the BS RAC for the three years 2009 —2012, as w#ikasomination of Reine Johansson
as chair of the ExCom, and the nominations of the membéhne &xCom. The new work
programme and draft budget for 2010 — 2011 were approved. With réspeembership of the BS
RAC, the request for membership by the Fishermen's Fedefati®mall-Scale Fishery in Sweden
was approved, as well as the proposed increase in membieeship€ 250 per member. At the
same time an amended wording in the statutes about non-payhmeambership fee. It was agreed
to approve the annual report and annual accounts for the year 200 y28®@il correspondence.
A certified auditor for the 2009-2010 accounts was approved. In adthtibe business of the
General Assembly, there were three speakers:

Kazimierz Plocke, Secretary of State, Ministry of Agriageé and Rural Development,
congratulated the BSRAC on its three years. He was happytheitbooperation with the BSRAC
and with the activities which the BS RAC had been workirg.w

llan Chabay of Chalmers University gave a presentatidheoproject: "Understanding, dialogue,
and consensus” which had focused on understanding the process and siyriahailogue and
consensus formation in the BS RAC and the role of scient@inThe team had looked at the
views by BS RAC members of fisheries and fish stocks amikd out interviews with BS RAC
members, scientists and the Commission. Since 2006 they haddfotideable improvement in
the organisation and in trust within the BS RAC.

Ernesto Penas Lado, Director of Directorate E, DG Mare, sabkat the reform of the Common
Fisheries Policy and presented the overall aims of the Graper Rvhich was to put forward a
vision of what the reform should deliver and asked what could be donacto ttee goal. He gave
an account of the existing problems in the sector, and of thiemas which should be confronted.
He encouraged the BS RAC to be creative and to come fomitirdsuggestions and ideas which
can be tried out before 2013. There were wide ranging comnrentsS RAC members to his
presentation, but there was support for the reform process amalsita good thing to include
increased responsibility for the industry, as well as takingaotmunt the regional aspect. There
was interest in the possibility of more regional managemeghiist at the same time it was
important that coastal and small-scale fisheries were déhlt



Executive Committee & May 2009, Gdynia

There were 18 ExCom members or nominated representativesipaeshis ExCom. The ExCom
confirmed the new members of the ExCom for 2009-2012 and the nomio&hiova Milewska as
vice-chair of the ExCom for 2009-2010. The draft annual report antudget for 2008-2009
were also approved.

At this meeting an invited representative from Nord Streawe @ presentation of the actions that
had recently been carried out related to the fisheryaiiticolar with relation to overtrawlability. He
gave an account of an action plan that Nord Stream had prottudedl! with fishery issues. He
gave an explanation of the mitigating measures that Btvsehm was proposing and the process of
negotiation of compensation agreements with the fishernieally; he explained the installation
schedule and the timescale for the work. There was no disousn a follow-up to this meeting
with Nord Stream.

An invitation to the ExCom to approve a letter from the BSRo Baltic 2020 recommending the
RESTOCK project gave rise to much discussion and differingapi Consensus could not be
reached on sending the letter, and the proposal was withdrawn.

On the reform of the CFP and the Commission’s Green ftapas agreed to set up a Working
Group. No specific terms of reference were draft up.

The ExCom was also informed of the preparations underway auldatigprogramme for the BS
RAC conference planned to take place 3r.2"° October 2009.

The draft recommendation on a management plan for salmorppas/ad by ExCom, with the

abstention of the Fisheries Secretariat.

Focus Group on western Baltic herring in Area Illa 18" May 2009, Copenhagen

The Focus Group was a first meeting between the Pelagizdad BS RAC, held at the BS RAC
offices. There were representatives from both RACs, dsaswéom DTU Aqua and from the
Institute Innovative Fisheries Management. There was anl idisieussion about the areas of
cooperation between the two RACs on the management afignémrarea llla and the allocation of
resources. The meeting did not aim to come forward witlabptoposals for alternative
allocations. A representative from DTU Aqua gave a presentat management plans and the
background to the request from the Commission to ICES on a nmeagplan for herring in
Division llla and the western Baltic. She also gave agqmtation of the proposed collaboration with
the RACs through the JAKFISH/GAP project. Participantsedjte meet again when necessary.

Demersal WG 9th June 2009, Copenhagen

There were participants from 5 BS RAC Member StatesM2@ and ICES were also represented,
as well as administrations from Denmark and Sweden. Ageptative from ICES gave a
presentation of the advice for 2010, and a Commission repraégemqesented the Commission’s
Communication on the Consultation on Fishing Opportunities for 2010.Therdal working

group discussed both these presentations. There was thelmea flistussion on selectivity and a
proposal to create a trial project into selectivity indbd fishery. It was also agreed to prepare an
application for a selectivity project to be discussed aneeabon at the forthcoming ExCom. The
working group agreed to prepare a text on BS RAC recommendatidissiiog opportunities for
2010 and to draft a text on the Commissions’ Communication on Fi€ippgrtunities for 2010.
With respect to turbot and flounder it was agreed to gathaformation and offer this to ICES.



Pelagic WG 18" June 2009, Copenhagen

At this meeting there were WG members from 5 BS RAC MerShses. Representatives from the
European Commission, ICES, MRAG and IFM also participatedlG¥S representative gave a
presentation of the scientific advice for the pelagic stbak010. A Commissions representative
presented the Commission’s Communication on the Consultation on Fiépipgrtunities for
2010. A representative from the marine resources and fisheoiesultancy MRAG gave a
presentation of the socio-economic impact study in connectidnaMibng-term management plan
for pelagic stocks in the Baltic. The pelagic working grougulised the advice from ICES on
pelagic stocks for 2010 and the Commission’s communication on fishingtopipies for 2010. It
was agreed to draft a text with recommendations which would be th# €£xCom meeting on 93
June. The WG also took note of the work done so far on a socio-econmopactilong-term
management plan for pelagic species in the Baltic

Executive Committee 28' June 2009, Vaasa

The ExCom worked through the draft BS RAC recommendations for the skmeelagic and
salmon stocks for 2010. For the demersal stocks, the ExCom adopteddaherendation, with the
amendments made, and with the abstention by WWF and the Fssi8maetariat. The draft
recommendations for the pelagic stocks, with the amendmeus,was approved by the ExCom,
and the minority positions by WWF and Fisheries Secretariat weltgled. A recommendation for
herring in area 22-24 was subsequently produced and approved in a prottedure, including a
minority position from WWF, Fisheries Secretariat and Coalit@lean Baltic. With respect to
salmon, the ExCom approved unanimously a draft text with recomni@mslaexcluding any
recommendation on the TAC. The ExCom also discussed the prémosahe Working Group of
a BS RAC selectivity project. The ExCom gave its mandatgo further on this project, and
endorsed that the chair of the Demersal Working Group would finaliegt containing a project
description.

Consensus was reached on sending to DG Environment a recommeiodatormorants in
connection with the wild birds directive. The recommendaticiuded both short-term and long-
term considerations, and it was modified to encourage themyawi of a long-term management
plan for cormorants.

The ExCom approved the programme for the BS RAC conferencaab&cthe aim of which was
to highlight the Baltic and the BS RAC. Ottilia Thoreson (WMhformed the ExCom of a desk
study which WWF would carry out to collect data on the diffelegal jurisdictions relating to

MSP in the different countries, and thereby improve gapseikmowledge and reach a level
playing field. The BS RAC supported this activity and sigrhlts interest in taking part.

Finally, Alex Olsen (Federation of National Organisatiohbnporters and Exporters of Fish) gave
a brief presentation on the subject of IUU fishing and unreptatetings based on import-export
statistics from Eurostat.

The BS RAC Conference T — 2 October 2009, Saltsjobaden: “Lessons learned and future
prospectives”

Fisheries ministers and directors from the EU countries aroun@ahic Sea, the Commissioner
for DG Mare and other delegates - including 25 members of thRARS- discussed the fisheries
situation in the Baltic Sea during this two-day conferencerdlwere 142 participants. At the start
of the conference, the ministers signed a declaration on howotiwries together can solve the
problems of fish stocks in the Baltic Sea. Eskil Erlandsktinister for Agriculture Sweden gave



the opening address to the conference. Steve Karnicki, @daheFisheries Institute (MIR)was
moderator.The Conference concluded that the most important issues tdbesaed in the Baltic
Sea fisheries are:

Regionalisation and decision-making process

Relative stability

Rights — based management systems

Overcapacity

Control and enforcement

Social aspects in small-scale fisheries/coastal areas
External threats: eutrophication, regime shifts and climsaege

Focus Group on CFP Reform, 28 -27" October 2009, Copenhagen

23 BS RAC members attended the Focus Group, which was chairadlsy\Nichmann, Managing
Director of the Danish Fishermen’s Association. A represeetdtom the Danish Ministry of
Food, Agriculture and Fisheries, also took part. Discussions ifrdbhas Group were based on a
discussion paper prepared in advance, and which highlighted four overals areas:
Regionalisation/simplification, the role of the RACs, FisberManagement (relative stability,
management, small-scale fisherghd Markets. The Focus Group produced a draft set of
recommendations, which was discussed, but not adopted by the BEXZdn on & December
2009. Certain modifications were made after the ExCom, and thevésxtapproved by written
procedure. Coalition Clean Baltic, the Fisheries Secrétanal WWF did not support the
recommendations of the BS RAC, and they conveyed this in atetteke BS RAC, containing a
minority statement.

Executive Committee §' December 20009, Gdynia

There were 14 ExCom members present. At this ExCom the draftttamfe/ork programme for
the year 2010 —2011 were discussed and approved. A represemtativie® Mare was present to
explain the work schedule for the Commission for 2010. The ExCarusdisd at length a draft text
with recommendations on CFP reform and agreed to adopt agidiyt written procedure. There
were presentations by the three working group chairs of thétiastby the respective working
groups during the year. With respect to the Demersal Workinggahe ExCom agreed to send a
letter to the Commission to express the concerns of theASaRout the technical difficulties
caused by the decision at the October Fisheries Councirease mesh size in the cod fishery to
120mm. The Pelagic Working Group was anticipating the Commissinspaper on long-term
management plan for pelagic species. A draft letter fie@BiS RAC and Pelagic RAC requesting
the Commission to postpone its proposal on a long-term managpiaeior pelagic species was
approved by the ExCom. The Salmon Working Group chair expressetltregrinere had been a
lack of communication and cooperation with the Commission ieltdeoration of a salmon
management plan for the Baltic Sea, and there was a dscwssthis with the representative from
the Commission. In addition, there were reports from the GA&j2qirand RECLAIM, as well as
information on coming meetings with ICES and the Communitlyefies Control Agency.



Pelagic WG 19" January 2010, Copenhagen

At this meeting there were WG members from 5 BS RAC MerShses. Representatives from the
European Commission, Danish and Swedish governments, ICES and MRAGoek part. A
representative from ICES gave a presentation of the daieaudivice for a long-term management
plan for pelagic stocks in the Baltic, including consideration ofudtitspecies component with
respect to the effect of an increased cod stock in the Baltiepresentative from the consultancy
company MRAG gave a presentation of the socio-economic assatsefrthe ICES proposals. A
Commission representative explained the background to the cafcaphanagement plan with a
view to involving the stakeholders in its preparation. The nonfpaaes not available at the
meeting, and it was agreed to await the non-paper before fixiate for a new working group
within the BS RAC. A representative from the Danish Migistf Food, Agriculture and Fisheries
gave the working group a brief status of the camera trials ardbh@ssels, of which 12/15 vessels
would be in the Baltic.
