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Dear Mr. Johansson,

Thank you for your letter of 9 November 2009, in which you express concem regarding the
way in which the Commission has handled the consultation on the proposal for a Council
regulation on technical measures.

you point out that certain Regional Advisory Councils (RACs) would have wished to have
been consulted further on the technical measures proposal, although the consultation period
ended last year. This is because, in your view, the advice provided has not been taken
sufficiently into account by the Commission.

I need to stress that the RACs were extensively consulted in numerous working groups and
seminars for over two years, before and after the adoption by the Commission of its proposal
for a Council Regulation on technical measures. They were also extensively consulted on the
non-papers for Commission regional regulations in which mesh size ranges and authorised
percentages of species were originally set out.

As a result of this vast consultation the Commission received a full set of recommendations

which, to the extent possible, have been included in the Commission proposal.

Furthermore, after the consultation with the RACs had come to an end the Commission
attended several RAC meetings (with the NS RAC, SWW RAC, etc.) to pro vide information
on the status of the negotiations in Council. At these meetings the RACs were informed that
new suggestions could be tabled by Member States in Council.

In fact, the Commission agreed to the inclusion in the compromise text of many of the
recommendations put forward by the RACs in the proposal originally put before the Council,
such as:

- the inclusion of minimum landing sizes for haddock, whiting, saithe, plaice, lobster
and crab;

- the remo val nom Article 6 of ambiguous word s such as 'open' mesh and
'approximatel y' ;

- the incorporation of selective devices for hake fisheries in south western waters;
the inclusion of derogations to the one-net rule; and

- changes in the catch composition ofbivalve molluscs for dredges.
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
