WTO Workshop - A regional workshop with the title “An update
on WTO and market access issues in fisheries and aquaculture” is
being co-organized by FAO and EUROFISH on 29-31 March
2010 in Kiev, Ukraine.

Aqualnnova - This project seeks to establish a solid framework
for European aquaculture that will support the sector’s sustainable
development, focusing on innovation and technological
development in the aquaculture value chain. EUROFISH is
responsible for the implementation of work package 6 on
“Stakeholders consultation” and partially on work package 5
“Project promotion and dissemination”.

Market Observatory — The inception report on “European
Market Observatory for fisheries and aquaculture products” project
was delivered to DG MARE, including the methodological work
plan and road map.
